Together with PhD candidates from the RSPH program and colleagues from the University of 

Münster you will discuss the future of (open access) publishing, the practice and added value of 

conferencing in the digital age, and more. The workshop will result in a proposal for a symposium or 

a conference panel, co-created with one or two fellow PhD candidates.
